Rostov-na-Donu

This year promises to be a turning point for retail real estate and retail chains in
Rostov-na-Donu, the capital of the South Federal District. The first modern shopping
center, Vertol City, will be completed, the shopping center Torgovy Kvartal will con-
tinue to add more space and construction is set to begin on the fashion center
A’Stor Plaza. The city will also added a number of new chain stores — Ramstore,
Paterson, Perekrestok and Pyaterochka stores, an OKAY hypermarket and a

Metro Cash & Carry center. In short, a boom in retail real estate is underway.

Rostov-na-Donu is situated on the bank of
the river Don, 1226 km from Moscow.
Officially, 1.1 million people call this city
home. According to unofficial estimates,
Rostov-na-Donu has around 1.5 million
inhabitants. The German research center
FAZ Institute reports that the consumer
market of this city is the seventh largest
marketin Russia, accounting for 2.5% of the
national total. In 2003, retail sales turnover
totaled 58 hillion rubles (a 12% increase
over the previous year). The official average
salary increased by 28.2% last year reach-
ing 4,938.3 rubles per month. The growth in
income has led to an increase in consumer
spending, development of modern retail
formats and investment in retail real estate.
“The presence of investment resources and
the relatively high standard of living of the
residents allows for the consumer marketin
Rostov-na-Donu to develop more rapidly,”
reports Vladimir Boroday, chairman of the
municipal committee on commerce and
consumer services.

The retail sector is undergoing gradual
modernization as the amount of market-
place space decreases and modern retail
facilities appear. Nonetheless, the rate of
construction and reconstruction of retail
space is not enough to satisfy the retail
operators. The most popular size for retail
unitsis 50 — 100 sq. meters. “Over the past
two years real estate prices have climbed
sharply, possibly due to the arrival of
Moscow players on the market. In the cen-
ter, there are very few large store spaces and
the sales price of real estate here can reach

US$5000 per sq. meter,” says Evgeny
Levchenko, manager of the SELA chain in
Rostov-na-Donu.

While many major Moscow and interna-
tional retail operators in the non-food sector
have set up stores in Rostov-na-Donu, the
food market remains dominated by local
operators. However,a number of major food
stores have announced their intentions to
open stores in the city in 2004: Perekrestok,
Paterson, Ramstore, Pyaterochka, OKAY
and Metro Cash & Carry. Perekrestok
announced that it is working to close a real
estate deal that will allow it to enter the
market with a group of stores opening in
2004 and 2005. Representatives from
Paterson are negotiating for the possibility of
opening a store on the ground floor of the
A'Stor shopping center. Ramstore signed
an agreement in early 2003 to situate one
of their stores in the shopping center
Torgovy Kvartal; however, the opening date
of this center has been delayed several
times. The Pyaterochka chain is looking at
franchising options with the ambitious goal
of opening up to 30 supermarkets in the city
over the next several years.

Dorinda Holding, owner of the OKAY
chain of hypermarkets, has begun con-
struction of a hypermarket in Rostov-na-
Donu. The 8000-sq.-meter store is sched-
uled to open in November 2004. The project
is estimated to cost 185.6 million rubles.

Construction began on a Metro Cash &
Carry shopping center in March. This
14,000-sq.-meter center is said to cost
801.5 million rubles to develop. This will be
the first Metro Cash & Carry in Russia out-
side Moscow and St. Petersburg. Itis sched-

uled to open in September 2004.

IKEA is developing a 30-hectare plot of
land outside the city on the Rostov-na-
Donu — Moscow highway. This develop-
ment will include an IKEA store as well as
space for leasing to other retailers. Auchan
has been mentioned as a possible lessee at
this shopping center, which is scheduled to
open in 2005.

While foreign companies are just step-
ping into the market, Russian developers
have already made significant progresson a
number of different projects. The Interbank
Investment Group initiated the develop-
ment of the Torgovy Kvartal shopping center
in 2003. However, only one store (MIR)
opened as scheduled in December of last
year. The part of the center that is to house
the new Ramstore is currently in the final
stages of construction. Scheduled to open
officiallyin September 2004, the first phase
(a one-story 40,000-sq.-meter building) of
the shopping center will have four anchor
tenants — MIR, Ramstore, L’Etoile and a 6-
screen multiplex of the Karo Film cinema
chain. The second phase will be built later
and is to consist of a four-story entertain-
ment center with a food court.

Local businessmen have shown some
success in the development of the retail-
exhibition center Rostvertol, which had
quite modest beginnings — functioning as
an enclosed marketplace in aformerindus-
trial plant — but which developed into a suc-
cessful modern shopping center. The center
now consists of six buildings and has a
product assortment of over 12,000 items,
including everything from automobiles to
clothing. The center is visited by 3,000 peo-
ple daily. The sixth building of the retail-exhi-
bition center is the Vertol City shopping cen-
ter, which opened in two phases — in
December 2003 and February of this year.
Some major Russian retailers are estab-
lishing their businesses here, including
M.Video, Starik Khottabych, Sportmaster
and L’Etoile. The city includes a number of

other interesting new shopping centers. The
recently reconstructed stadium Olimp 21
Vek, for example, has a shopping center
builtinto the grandstand with a total of 282
retail units. The Merkury shopping center,
which opened in 1999 with 60 stores, has
now expanded into one of the largest shop-
ping centers in the city with over 800 stores.
The center's management plans to expand
the center by another 22,000 sg. meters to
reach a total of 72,000 sg. meters. Builtin
1960, the Central Department Store (TSUM)
in the center of Rostov-na-Donu continues
to function successfully and is considered
one of the most prestigious retail locations
in the city, despite its lack of parking, esca-
lators, air conditioning, etc.

More and more companies are showing
an interest in developing new large shop-
ping centers. The AAA group of companies
has acquired several pieces of land for devel-
opment. The first venture into this business
will be the opening of the fashion center
AStor Plaza (22,000 sg. meters), located in
the city center. This center is scheduled to
open in 2005 and will be targeted toward
consumers in the middle and upper income
brackets. The plaza will have six levels and be
filled with the most fashionable Russian and
international clothing and footwear retailers.
The first floor will be occupied by a super-
market. The total investment required for
this project has been estimated at US$10 —
US$11 million. Asecond phase to the AStor
Plaza is planned. It will focus on entertain-
ment elements — a multiplex cinema, bowl-
ing, fithess center, fast-food court, etc.

The AAA group is also planning to develop
a large shopping center on a six-hectare
plotin the center of the city now occupied by
a defunct factory. The A'Stor Mall, as this
center is to be called, will total 40,000 sq.
meters and include a grocery supermarket,
home appliance stores, sporting goods
stores, retail galleries, a multiplex, bowling,
food court and more. The center is sched-
uled to open in 2006. [
